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The Drylands Programme aims to contribute towards
more effective and equitable management of
natural resources in semi-arid Africa. It has built up a
diverse pattern of collaboration with many
organisations. It has a particular focus on soil
conservation and nutrient management, pastoral
development, land tenure and resource access. Key
objectives of the programme are to: strengthen
communication between English and French
speaking parts of Africa; support the development of
an effective research and NGO sector; and promote
locally-based management of resources, build on
local skills, encourage participation and provide
firmer rights to local users.

It does this through four main activities:
collaborative research, training in participatory
methods, information networking and policy advice
to donor organisations.
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
